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Foreword

2024 was my third year as a Legislative Council Member. With support from the financial services industry,
progress continued to be made in many areas. I am very happy to share the latest developments in this report.

The eight-day "Two Sessions" made important decisions on the country's economic policies and goals. The
successful conclusion of the Third Plenary Session of the 20th CPC Central Committee also led the country to
move towards Chinese-style modernization and high-quality development, which has a great impact on Hong
Kong's long-term development and stability. At the same time, Article 23 of Hong Kong’s Basic Law was formally
enacted, allowing the SAR government to fulfill its constitutional responsibilities and prevent loopholes in our
national security. I am truly honored to participate in the historical process.

Hong Kong now has a sound political system to have long-term prosperity and stability, but we also need
comprehensive economic development to improve people's livelihood. That is why I proposed a member's motion
"Promoting high-quality development and building a financial power" at the Legislative Council meeting to draw
attention from different sectors of Hong Kong to contribute to our country and Hong Kong’s financial capabilities.
In addition, I actively sought feedback from the financial industry and the business community and submitted
detailed recommendation letters to the government about the concerns of the industry. We are also pleased to see
the government launched a number of measures to boost the economy in the "Policy Address" and " Budget". These
include establishing Hong Kong an international gold trading market, building a commodities trading ecosystem,
reforming the securities market and making improvements to our offshore RMB business. This is in line with what I
have frequently advocated for, which is to open up new markets, continue to make financial reforms and diversify
our economy. This reflects that the government attaches great importance to Hong Kong's financial industry; we not
only have to consolidate the traditional advantages in our securities market, but we must also proactively develop
commodities and futures, gold, fixed income, RMB, asset management, family offices and virtual assets.

This year, as the Chairman of the Financial Affairs Panel of the Legislative Council, I presided over the meetings
and jointly formulated the discussion agenda with the committee members. Topics include Hong Kong’s
macroeconomic situation, liquidity and competitiveness of the securities market, the work of the Hong Kong
Monetary Authority/SFC/AFRC/MPFA, fintech development, regulation of OTC trading of virtual assets regulatory
system, etc. We aim to review and give feedback on various government policies and matters of public concern so
as to consolidate Hong Kong's status as an international financial center.

I am happy to see that there has been some real results for the industry this year, including the SFC continuing to
waive annual licensing fees for intermediaries and licensed persons, the government implementing exemptions for
stamp duty for the transfer of shares or units of real estate investment trusts (REITs) and option market makers,
HKEX optimizing the timetable for the approval process of new listing applications and the government improving
the new CIES program; we have seized opportunities and increased Hong Kong’s competitiveness. I hope to
continue the good work in 2025, the last year of this term, and to speak up for our industry to overcome challenges.

The "Maintaining National Security Bill" was unanimously passed on the third reading of the Legislative
Council, which means that the formal legislation of Article 23 of the Basic Law, which has been delayed for
more than 26 years, has allowed the SAR government to fulfill its constitutional responsibilities and plug
loopholes in national security. This is a historic moment for Hong Kong . I am very honored and happy to be a
part of it.

As an international financial center, Hong Kong shoulders the important task of maintaining its own and the
country's financial security. Article 23 legislation can fundamentally eliminate uncertainties in the business and
investment environment, ensure financial security, develop the economy, and protect property and investment.
At the same time, it can prevent and respond to the impact of various security threats on the financial system to
further play the role of a "super connector" connecting the world, including promoting the internationalization
of the RMB, interconnection of financial markets, and ensuring that relevant financial infrastructure will not be
attacked. , continue to become a testing ground for the country’s financial reform, and consolidate and enhance
Hong Kong’s status as an international financial center.
